The ban on the amateurs in
these countries 1s gradually be-
fng lifted and amateur radio
progress is making great strides.
Amateurs in Europe carry on
communication by the Interna-
tional Morse code, and practic-
ally no time is spent on voice
communication, as American
amateurs have been doing In
the past. Bome of the old sta-
tions still transmit by the old-
fashioned spark system, but the
continuous wave system is fast
gaining favor.

Mr. Maxim brings back WIith
him glad tidings for the ama-
t urs of this country. While in
Europe he conferred with rep-
sentatives of various foreign
countries and radio associations
on the advisability of forming
an international amateur radio
union. He also investigated the
possibility of an amateur radio
relay league around the world.
In both cases he has been suc-
cessful.

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FCC to Require Two Factor
Authentication for CORES
Users

¢C he Federal Communica-
I tions Commission (FCC)
has announced an up-com-
ing change to the Commission Regis-
tration System (CORES) that licensees
use to pay any application or regulato-
ry fees, manage or reset a password on
an existing FRN, or request a new
FRN. Beginning March 29, 2024,
multifactor authentication will be im-
plemented.

Users will be prompted to request a
six-digit secondary verification code,
which will be sent to the email ad-
dress(es) associated with each user-
name. The user will then need to enter
the code into CORES before they can
continue.

In a public notice, the FCC said
this change will make the system more
secure. ‘This additional layer of secu-
rity will further safeguard against
unauthorized access, thereby enhanc-
ing the overall integrity of information
contained within the CORES system
and improving the security of user
data,” it read.

The FCC recommends that users
confirm they have access to their
username account email and to add a
secondary email address, if need be.
